d. Preparations for the visit. 

e. Presentation Techniques & Tools used. 

f. Analysis of the Feedback Form filled during visit. 

g. Observations and conclusions during the entire work. 

7. Submission of the above report duly signed by the concerned staff and Head of the department is to be
